 (A). Computer  Print Out of Mailing List  
 
1. Data Sheets to compile a DIRECTORY OF MEMBERS  had been sent out to the membership   

in or about September 2000.  In  Order to expedite work  on the Directory of members a request 
was made by me for the REGISTER OF MEMBERS. My sole intention was to assist the 
Secretary. A COMPUTER PRINT-OUT of names with addresses was made available to me by 
Mr. Sarath Suraweera Vice President. 

  
2. There were approximately 435 names in the Computer Print Out, out of which 03 are Deceased, 

07 are Repetitions and 02 with no addresses. 
 
3. This appears to be a List of Names and Addresses prepared for purposes of sending out Notices 

etc. to Members and stored in a Computer. 
 
4. I AM MADE TO UNDERSTAND THAT THIS DOCUMENT IS PRESE NTLY BEING 

CONSIDERED AND HELD OUT AS THE REGISTER OF MEMBERS, AS THE 
REGISTER PROPER HAS FALLEN IN TO DISUSE. 

 
5. This list of Names and Addresses is nothing more than a Mailing List and I shall refer to it as 

such. This Mailing List can by no stretch of imagination be compared to, or take the place of a 
Register of Members. 

 
6. Several names appear to have been deleted from time to time, perhaps on information being 

received of their demise.  One Cannot do this with a Register of Members. 
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7. Consequently there will be no trace or record of some members particularly those who have 
enrolled after the Register of Members fell in to disuse and who may have died thereafter. This 
will be unfair and incorrect. In other words as the old Register of Members has fallen into disuse, 
names and addresses of new members are apparently being keyed or fed into a Computer data 
base which generates a print out of a Mailing List. A LIST OF 45 MEMBERS WHOSE 
NAMES APPEAR IN THE MAILING LIST BUT NOT IN THE REG ISTER OF 
MEMBERS IS ENCLOSED MARKED ‘X’.  On being notified or becoming aware of a death, 
such member’s name and address is being deleted.  Thus, in the case of a member whose name 
and address is entered for the first time, in such Computer and deleted thereafter on his death 
being notified, there will be no trace in the normal Records of the OBA THAT HE WAS EVER 
A MEMBER .  This is most unsatisfactory and incorrect. 

 
(B). Register of Members 
 
1) The Register of Members was made available to me, subsequently 
 
2) The Register of Members does not appear to have been maintained or updated for the last several 

years, perhaps 10-15. 
 
3) Entries in this Register appear to have been made in fits and starts and not as and when members 

were admitted/enrolled.  All entries appear to have been made originally from some other record  
on 3-5 separate occasions 

 
4) APPROXIMATELY 684 NAMES ARE ENTERED AS CURRENT MEMBER S OF THE 

OBA IN THIS REGISTER. A LIST IS ENCLOSED MARKED ‘X1’.  
 
5) Some names appear to be repetitions. Some are deleted without explanations. There does not 

appear to have been a uniform or accepted procedure of noting a change of address. No cross 
references have been made. If a membership number was available, it could have been repeated 
when the member’s name was repeated elsewhere on a change of address being notified. 
Numerous new entries of members have been made which in fact appear to relate to members in 
respect of whom there are previous entries. 

 
6) The endorsement “Deceased” has been made against the names of approximately 53   members. 

According to information received, a further approximately 32 members are deceased although 
no such endorsements have been made. They are not reckoned as Members. 

 
7) Certain names have been entered in pencil on the page facing the commencing page of that letter 

of the alphabet. THERE ARE APPROXIMATELY 34 NAMES ENTERED IN THIS 
MANNER WITHOUT ANY ADDRESSES. Some are repetitions. It is not clear why they are 
entered thus. They have not been reckoned by  us as Members. IF IN FACT THEY ARE / 
WERE, THEIR NAMES WILL HAVE TO BE INCLUDED.  

 
8) MANY MEMBERS DO NOT HAVE THEIR ADDRESSES SET OUT AG AINST THEIR 

NAMES WHILST SOME HAVE THE PARTICULARS SO ENTERED, 
DELETED/STRUCK OFF SUBSEQUENTLY WITHOUT A NEW ADDRESS  . OTHERS 
HAVE ENDORSEMENTS TO THE EFFECT “GONE ABROAD” “U.K”,  
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“AUSTRALIA”. “INDIA” ETC. ALL OF THESE SITUATIONS MAKE IT  
IMPOSSIBLE/ IMPRACTICABLE FOR THE SECRETARY TO COMM UNICATE 
WITH THEM. THE TOTAL NUMBER OF SUCH MEMBERS IS 168.  

 
9) A number, perhaps a Membership Number appears to have been allocated against names at the 

inception. That practice seems to have been abandoned after sometime. 
 
10) It is understood that Membership Cards had also been issued at one time perhaps with that 

number. The practice is not and has not been continued with during the last several years. 
 
11) WE HAVE HAD PERFECTED CONSEQUENT TO OUR VISITS (ONLY IN COLOMBO 

AND ITS SUBURBS) AND TELEPHONE COMMUNICATIONS APPRO XIMATELY 30 
DATA SHEETS OF MEMBERS WHOSE NAMES ARE NOT IN THE  C URRENT 
MAILING LIST, BUT WHOSE NAMES APPEAR IN THE REGISTER OF MEMBERS. 
A LIST IS ENCLOSED MARKED ‘A’.  THUS THERE WILL BE A LARGE NUMBER 
OF MEMBERS ON THE OLD REGISTER WITH WHOM THE OBA OR I TS 
SECRETARY IS NOT IN COMMUNICATION WITH. THESE MEMBERS  HAVE 
BEEN SIDELINED AND IGNORED ALL THESE YEARS. THE NUMB ER OF SUCH 
MEMBERS IS APPROXIMATELY 305. A LIST OF SUCH NAMES IS E NCLOSED 
MARKED ‘B’.  

 
12) This is perhaps the reason why so many members mentioned to us when we called over at their 

addresses or communicated with them that they do not receive any communications from the 
Secretary.  It is regrettable that some members have been kept  out of all activities of the OBA as 
a result of this process.  If this tendency continues soon there will only be an Executive 
Committee and a few Members left in the OBA. 

 
13) In view of the above situation which has prevailed over the last several years, it would be 

difficult or well nigh impossible for any person to undertake the task of updating the Register of 
Members with a reasonable degree of accuracy unless all files and other connected documents 
relating to  submission of Applications and enrolment over the same period are also made 
available.  

 
14. In our endeavour to visit the addresses of the Members listed in the Register and the Mailing List 

we were assisted by Lists of Old Boys personally maintained by a few Members. On visiting and 
telephoning the Old Boys in the said lists it transpired that although many of them had in fact 
perfected and handed over Application Forms to be enrolled as Members, particularly at the 
Annual Dinner in October, it was found that the names of these members do not appear either in 
the Register or the Mailing List. 

 
15. THE CASE OF MR. J.M.P.J. JAYASUNDERA OF NO. 75, MAYA AVENUE, 

COLOMBO 6 WHO HAD BEEN AT GURUTALAWA DURING THE PERIOD  1977 TO 
1987 AND WHO HAD EVEN SERVED AS A MEMBER OF THE EXECUTIV E 
COMMITTEE IN OR ABOUT THE PERIOD 98/99 AND WHOSE NAME DO ES NOT 
APPEAR IN THE REGISTER OF MEMBERS OR IN THE MAILING  LIST IS 
INCREDIBLE. SO  ALSO MR. P J FERNANDO WHO WAS AT GURUTAL AWA IN OR  
ABOUT THE PERIOD 1976 TO 1982 AND HAD SERVED AS A MEMBER OF THE  
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EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE IN OR ABOUT THE PERIOD 1998/1999 AND WH OSE  
NAME DOES NOT APPEAR IN THE REGISTER OR MAILING LIST IS ANOTHE R  
STARTLING FACT. WE HAVE THEREFORE LEFT THEIR NAMES OU T OF THE 
DIRECTORY FOR THE MOMENT. THIS IS YET ANOTHER SERIOU S AND 
URGENT MATTER FOR THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE TO DISCUS S AND 
DECIDE.  

 
16. Thus, it is seen that there are many Old Boys who have attended to the paper work and have 

handed over the subscription fee do not appear to have their names in the Register or in the 
Mailing List. They are under the impression that they are Members. They do not receive any 
communications from the Secretary. Their names do not appear in the vital Records. 

 
17. IN THE ABOVE SITUATION, VERY SERIOUS AND CAREFUL CO NSIDERATION 

MUST NOW BE GIVEN TO THE QUESTION AS TO THE COMPOSIT ION OF THE 
ROLL OF MEMBERS OF THE OBA. THE RELEVANCY OF HAVING A 
MEMBERSHIP CARD NOW BECOMES ALL THE MORE EVIDENT. SIM ILARLY, I 
DO NOT SEE HOW ANY PERSON CAN BE SHUT OUT OF THE AGM AND ANY 
OTHER ACTIVITIES OF THE MEMBERSHIP ON THE BASIS THA T HE IS NOT A 
MEMBER WHEN THERE DOES NOT APPEAR TO BE A PROPER RECORD, TO 
IDENTIFY AS TO WHO A MEMBER IS. MANY OLD BOYS CLAIM MEMBERSHIP 
ALTHOUGH THEIR NAMES DO NOT APPEAR IN THE VITAL RECORDS.  

 
18. There are other Old Boys when  informed that their names were not in the Register or  

Mailing List, asked for and were handed over Membership Application Forms as they were keen 
to submit same and be recorded properly. Care must be taken in such recordal and 
acknowledgement of the Form and Subscription Fees. 

 
19. I do not know whether Applications for Membership which have been submitted  

todate are filed and kept in some chronological order and also whether receipts issued, in 
acknowledgement of subscription fees have their counterfoils retained with the Secretary. If 
these records and files are intact perhaps some person/s may be able to go into this matter and 
build up a proper and accurate Record. 

 
(C). Directory of Members 
 
1. I have undertaken to assist the Secretary to complete the Members Directory. 
 
2. A Members Directory would be useful now particularly in the absence of an Updated Register of 

Members and having special reference to assisting the College at  this stage when it is going 
through a difficult period. 

 
3. The Secretary must be in a position to communicate with all Members. The Members too should 

be able to communicate with each other without delay, particularly when handling Special 
Projects which are to be  identified by the Executive Committee, and intimated to the 
Membership. 
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4. 53 Data sheets perfected by Members and received by yourself were handed over to me in a file. 
Only 05 have been signed by the respective members. Not all members of the  Execute 
Committee have  perfected and transmitted same. One showed a preference to transmit it direct  
to the  Secretary instead of handing it over to my Representative who had called at his door step. 
I understand this Data Sheet is yet to come!! 

 
5.  Photocopies of the format of the Data Sheet were turned  out at our Secretariat for the purpose of 

perfection by Members on our  proposed visits to their addresses as appearing in the Mailing 
List. 

 
6.   The Main Field Work commenced on June 23,2001 and was completed on July 13, 2001.  

The entire Colombo Municipal Council areas i.e zones 01-15 and the Ratmalana , Mt.Lavinia, 
Dehiwela, Rajagiriya, Kotte, Nawala, Nugegoda and Kohuwala areas were covered.  Ten 
complete  working days were spent in the field by the Teams detailed to cover the above   areas.  
Apart from personal visits, contacts made on the telephone also accounted for a large volume of 
information coming in. Our investigations were by and large confined to the areas mentioned 
above. Exceptions were telephone calls and e-mails to Members outside the country who were 
very happy to supply the data for inclusion in the Directory.    

 
7. Approximately 173  addresses which were extracted from the Mailing list have been visited by 

us in the Municipal Council areas of Colombo and its suburbs referred to earlier. We may have 
missed out a few. 

 
8. My Professional Assistants, Private Investigators and I, myself visited these addresses , having 

divided the areas between ourselves. Appropriate Letters/Circulars of Introduction were available 
with those delegated by me to satisfy any Member of the authenticity of the caller. Three samples 
are enclosed marked ‘C’, ‘D1’ and ‘D2’.  
 

9. In addition my visiting card was also left with the inmates in both instances so that the Member 
or the inmates could contact me over the telephone or otherwise if there was any doubt about the 
genuineness or authenticity of the caller/my representative. 

 
10. Wherever possible, the Data Sheet was perfected then and there and brought back for entry in the 

Computer. In other instances, the Data Sheet was left behind with the inmates after having 
verified that the occupant was in fact the Member. Of the Data Sheets  so left, todate I have 
received in the post 07 duly perfected by  Members. 

 
11. APART   FROM THE 53 DATA SHEETS RECEIVED DIRECT BY TH E SECRETARY 

A LIST OF WHICH IS ENCLOSED MARKED ‘E’ WE WERE ABLE TO  HAVE 
PERFECTED BY OUR VISITS APPROXIMATELY A FURTHER 162 DA TA SHEETS. 
A COMPLETE LIST OF ALL DATA SHEETS RECEIVED IS ENCL OSED MARKED 
‘F’.  

 
12. IT WAS FOUND THAT APPROXIMATELY 46 MEMBERS DID NOT APP EAR TO BE 

RESIDING AT THE ADDRESSES AS APPEARING IN THE MAILING LIST.  
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13. In certain instances, the occupants informed that the member had left Sri Lanka several years 
ago. Sometimes those occupants had in fact been living there for over 10 years and they were 
totally unaware of the present address or the whereabouts of the Member and had not even heard 
of such person. A separate List with the 46 outdated addresses as  given in the Mailing List is 
enclosed, marked “G” so that any body who is interested could take the trouble to ascertain the 
current addresses. 

 
14. In some instances, no building was found at the given address and it appeared to have been 

demolished long ago and what was available was overgrown or bare land. 
 
15   In certain instances, the occupants were kind enough to furnish the present address whereupon if 

the new address happened to be in Colombo or its suburbs a further visit was  made by us for 
verification and in order to have the Data Sheet perfected. 

 
16. All the Data thus collected were fed into the Computer 

 
17. The  last few addresses which remained were verified in a “mopping up operation”  in mid  July 

2001. 
 
18. In the Draft Directory of Members that has been prepared, a separate list of Deceased Members 

is being annexed at the end of the Directory. The number is 86. This may be verified. An 
additional list is enclosed marked ‘H’. 

 
19. Many of the members who may be deceased will continue to have their names in the Directory 

until some proper confirmation is available, so that their names could be deleted from the 
Directory of Current Members and transferred to the Deceased List. 

 
20. The addresses of members who do not appear to be residing at the addresses available in the 

computer mailing list, print out or the old Register of Members is appropriately changed 
according to information gathered from personal visits by officials detailed for that purpose, as 
well as telephone calls. 

 
21.  There was a telephone call from Mr. Lalith Amarasekera, (Tel.448994) who claimed to be an 

office- bearer of the St. Thomas College, Mt. Lavinia OBA and who inquired from me on whose 
authority this exercise was being carried out  On being informed that the visits to collect 
information for the Data Sheet is a Gurutalawa  Exercise he claimed that a visit had been made to 
a member of the Mt. Lavinia OBA. On being requested to divulge the identity of such Member, 
and being informed it was a Mr. Tissa De Alwis, we checked the Register and informed him that 
there is a Tissa De Alwis 0f 16/1, Park Street, Dehiwala in the Gurutalawa Register. Mr. 
Amarasekera confirmed that this was the member  concerned but that he had right throughout 
been at Mt. Lavinia and not at Gurutalawa. As membership of the Gurutalawa OBA is open to 
Mt. Lavinia old boys, perhaps Mr Tissa De Alwis may have at some stage joined the Gurutalawa 
OBA. Mr. Amarasekera was so enlightened. His name continues in the Directory.   

 
22     There were other instances where persons whose names appeared in the Register disclaimed    

Membership.  Data Sheets were not perfected on their behalf.  But as the name is in the Register 
of Members it will appear in the Directory of Members. We have not disregarded them. 
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D. Comments /Observations 
 

1. I must mention that many Members telephoned me personally (after having completed the Data 
Sheet and handing over same to my representative), and volunteered to assist College in 
whatever way was required, but regretted the lack of communication from the OBA of the affairs 
of the OBA itself and of College. 

 
2. Many Members indicated great interest in the current situation at College, (about which I was not 

in a position to give a very accurate and clear picture apart from my own observations which 
would have been very limited). Most members were very anxious to receive information about 
College and they expressed their sadness about what they had been hearing about College and 
the fact that there was no proper communication that the OBA was having with them. It appears 
that although the majority of Members are not in a position to travel to Gurutalawa regularly or 
otherwise, they will be in a position to meet  and discuss affairs relating to College even in an 
informal atmosphere, on a regular basis in Colombo. I cannot see why this cannot be arranged. 

 
3. In fact it was evident that many small groups of Old Boys of different vintages were meeting 

informally in order to keep in touch with each other and also help College. 
 

4. It was also evident that many Members being disillusioned with the manner in which the affairs 
of the OBA are handled, now do not take an active part in the affairs of the OBA. 

 
5. There were others who took the view that being a Member of the OBA only provides an 

opportunity to them to join the Fellowship Dinner in Colombo in October and the AGM allied 
get together in February at Gurutalawa, thus limiting their official involvement with the OBA 
and the College to those 02 Annual Events.  Those who desire greater involvement have it direct 
with the College sans the OBA which is too lethargic. In this context they refer those concerned 
to learn lessons from the Visakha, Ananda, Nalanda, Isipatana, Thurstan, Royal, Ladies, 
Dharmaraja, Richmond and other well known Schools, Old Boys/Girls Associations, which are 
not only very active, but support their respective schools in a big way. The general view was that 
priorities had not been adequately diagnosed. 

 
6. Some of these Members assist College in various ways outside the ambit and purview of the 

OBA, privately and without making any fuss. 
 
7. There were also instances of members who were annoyed as the OBA was unsympathetic, and 

not helpful in various matters relating to their children and admission to Mount Lavinia. 
 
8. I would therefore strongly suggest that every effort be made to encourage those who have ceased 

to take an active part in the affairs of the OBA, to come back to the fold and help College in its 
hour of need. 

 
9. Even if there are personal problems, informal meetings can be held not only amongst members 

but also among those Old Boys who are not members as there are a considerable number who are 
quite willing to help College without getting involved in the politics of the OBA and personality 
clashes. 

 
10. It would be tragic if those who run the affairs of the OBA presently were to ignore these aspects.  
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11. As suggested by me previously, it would also be most appropriate to have a regular 
communication with the members to keep them informed. A Newsletter from time to time would 
be very welcome now that at least 215 definite addresses are available. 

 
12. It would also be fair if the Secretary is reimbursed for actuals like photocopying, telephone, fax, 

stationary, postage etc., so that important areas are not neglected and a continuous  
dialogue/communication is possible. 

 
13. IT ALSO CAME TO   LIGHT THAT MR.SHERVON FERNANDO A C URRENT VICE 

PRESIDENT OF THE OBA HAD AT HIS EXPENSE PRINTED AN ATTRACTIVE 
MEMBERSHIP CARD AND HANDED OVER ALMOST 500 PRINT OUTS TO THE 
THEN SECRETARY ABOUT 2 1/2  YEARS AGO. A SPECIMEN IS AVAILABLE WITH  
ME. ALL THAT WAS REQUIRED TO BE DONE WAS TO HAVE THE C ARDS 
SIGNED BY A VICE PRESIDENT AND THE SECRETARY AND  H ANDED OVER TO 
THE MEMBER TO ENABLE HIM TO SIGN SAME AND HAVE IT L AMINATED, IF 
HE SO DESIRED. TO HAVE SLEPT OVER THIS FOR SO LONG IS VERY STRANGE 
AND AN INSULT TO SAY THE LEAST TO THE GENEROSITY OF  THE MEMBER 
CONCERNED. 

 
14. THERE IS ALSO THE CASE OF A STOCK OF COLLEGE STICKE RS WHICH HAD 

BEEN PRINTED AND HANDED OVER TO THE OBA BY MR. RIZVI  JALILL VICE 
PRESIDENT AND WHICH COULD HAVE REALIZED A SUM OF APP ROXIMATELY 
RS.100,000/- BY THE SALE THEREOF, ABOUT WHICH THERE DOES NOT SEEM 
TO BE ANY RECORD OR ENTRY.  

 
15. WE ALSO CAME ACROSS VERY SENIOR OLD BOYS AND MEMBERS  AND SOME 

RESPECTED  PROFESSIONALS  WHO COMPLAINED THAT CONTRI BUTIONS 
MADE BY THEM TOWARDS VARIOUS DEVELOPMENT EFFORTS OF THE 
COLLEGE ON RECEIPT   OF CIRCULAR LETTERS HAVE NOT B ROUGHT  
FORTH ANY ACKNOWLEDGEMENT OR RECEIPT. AS SOME OF THES E  OLD 
BOYS WERE PERSONALLY KNOWN TO ME IT WAS EMBARRASING AN D 
HUMILIATING. THE NATURE OF THE ASPERSIONS CAST WERE OBVIOUS.  

. 
16 I am bringing these matters to the notice of the Executive Committee so that even at this late 

stage, corrective action as far as the future is concerned and some remedial measures in so far as 
the past is concerned can be discussed and some reasonable solution found to get over these 
problems. 

 
17. Great interest is shown particularly, by the younger Old Boys to be able to meet with the 

Pioneers and very Senior Old Boys. Most of the latter do not now attend the  celebrations at 
Gurutalawa. The Dinner in October does not afford  these  Juniors such an opportunity. It would 
be  very  appropriate to arrange such an informal gathering open to all Old Boys to meet  one  
another.  A few  words spoken by the Pioneers and very Senior Old Boys at such an informal 
gathering to all present having the interests of College foremost in mind would be good and 
perhaps even heal old wounds festering in the OBA. 
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18.  MANY OLD OLD BOYS WERE UNAWARE OF ANY OF  THE ACTIV ITIES OF THE  

OBA OR EVEN THE IDENTITY OF THOSE  HOLDING OFFICE A ND INQUIRED OF 
ME AS TO WHO THE CURRENT OFFICE BEARERS WERE. A COMMUN ICATION 
AFTER EACH AGM TO THE MEMBERSHIP  WOULD SEEM APPROPR IATE, AS  
THE MAJORITY  DO NOT ATTEND THE AGM.  

 
19. THE YOUNGER OLD BOYS INDICATED THAT THEY WERE UNAWAR E AS TO 

HOW TO BECOME MEMBERS, FROM WHERE THEY SHOULD COLLECT 
APPLICATION FORMS AND HOW AND TO WHOM  THEY SHOULD BE  
SUBMITTED. SUFFICIENT PUBLICITY  OBVIOUSLY IS NOT GI VEN TO THESE 
ASPECTS. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE SHOULD NOT LIVE IN  ISOLATION.  IT 
MUST REACH OUT.  

 
20. A large number of Application Forms turned out at our Secretariat as per the existing format 

were handed over and continues to be handed over to Old Boys who showed and are showing 
keenness in joining the OBA. They should come trickling in, in due course. I hope that they will 
be properly processed, receipted and the Membership Cards issued in due course. 

 
21. Our visits were confined to the CMC Areas and Suburbs of Colombo.  We were able to 

communicate only with a few outstation members as we did not have their telephone numbers.  
We are therefore writing to most of these members who have not responded as per specimen 
enclosed marked “I”. A list of 185 members to whom the Circular letter was sent is enclosed 
marked I1.  The Application Form sent is as per SUGGESTED SPECIMEN enclosed marked. 
“N”. 

 
22.  Apart from the personal visits to Members (in Colombo and Suburbs), the telephone calls (to 

members in Colombo, Suburbs and outstations), we have also contacted by phone and e-mail 
Members out of Sri Lanka. We have sent circular letters to members in Sri Lanka and have 
arranged to visit in the near future almost 146 members in the outstations although some of them 
may have already received our Circular letters. 

 
23. The message we are trying to convey to all concerned is that it is essential to first determine the 

Membership and thereafter keep in regular contact, if the OBA is to serve the purpose for which 
it was originally established.  The Executive  Committee must not cocoon itself and permit the 
Gurutalawa Branch to continue  to be the Black Sheep in the Thomian Family.

The 162 Data Sheets we managed to complete are also handed over herewith arranged/ 
filed in Alphabetical order, in a separate file enclosed marked “K”. These Data Sheets are 
numbered in the order received from 54-215 and accompanied by 02 lists, the first 
according to numbering and the second in  alphabetical order. 

 
3. We also hand over herewith a Draft of the Directory of Members in Hard Copy Form 

enclosed marked “L” and also in 02 Diskettes enclosed marked “M” and “M1”. 
 
F. Recommendations/Suggestions/Comments 
 

 THE DIRECTORY OF MEMBERS  
1. In order that some benefit may be derived from the exercise undertaken by me with the 

resources at my command in my Secretariat, I would like to mention the following points 
for the benefit of the OBA. 

 
2. It is imperative that THE DIRECTORY BE FINALIZED EARLY WITH THE  

AVAILABLE INFORMATION.  Already the Data Sheets sent in September/October 
of the year 2000 are getting out dated and corrections/amendments to those did become 
necessary and were in fact effected. 

 
3. The fact that a member’s current address is unavailable is no reason not to have him in 

the Directory.  Every effort must be made to obtain his current address to be inserted in 
the Directory with the other relevant particulars. This could be done in due course 

 
4. THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE WILL HAVE TO DECIDE WHETHER T O 

CONFINE THE DIRECTORY OF MEMBERS TO  ONLY THOSE WHOS E   
RESPONSE IS AVAILABLE OR INCLUDE ALL MEMBERS.  IN TH E EVENT 
OF THE LATTER OPTION THE MAJORITY OF ENTRIES WILL BE SCANTY 
AND HAVING A NAME ALONE WITHOUT THE OTHER DATA AND  THUS 
WOULD NOT BE APPROPRIATE FOR A DIRECTORY. IN THE EVEN T  OF 
THE FORMER OPTION THE DIRECTORY COULD BE KEPT UPDAT ED 
FROM TIME TO TIME. THE AVAILABILITY OF THE COMPUTER MAKES 
THIS TASK SIMPLER. IN EITHER EVENT THE DIRECTORY MUS T  BE 
COMPLETED AND AVAILABLE EARLY. DELAY  WILL BE COUNTER  
PRODUCTIVE.  

 
5. The spacing layout cover etc,etc, can be adjusted as desired by those finalizing the 

Directory. 
 

6. The Directory of Members should be with the Secretary; copies could be made available 
for private circulation among members on payment of actual charges, either in Diskette 
Form or Hard Copy Form. 

 
7. Those who are yet to respond may do so at a future date. When that happens the 

Directory must be updated then and there.  To await the response of those who had not 
thought it fit to do so up to now before printing the Directory, will be to bring to nought 
the work done thus far. Adding and updating must be done as and when data comes in. 
The maintenance of these records and the recordal of new members, changes in addresses 
and other data as well as deaths, etc etc must be done in a  professional manner, in an 
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environment in keeping with the modern facilities that are now available and changes 
taking place. 

 
8. It should be possible to issue a copy of the Directory to any member desiring same 

updated as at the date of such issue. 
 

9. The Membership Number which we suggest be allocated as explained below could also 
be included in the Data relating to each member. 

 
10. Many Members have so far not perfected and returned the Data Sheets to be included in 

the Directory of Members. Many Members are around but have not bothered to respond. 
If contacted by friends I’m sure the data will be forthcoming to enhance the value of the 
Directory by its completeness. Much can be achieved on the telephone itself.  

 
11. In the case of Members who are reported to be abroad our Branch Associations in 

Canada, UK and Australia will be glad to help in supplying the information or relaying 
our requirement. I have spoken to a few who are abroad who are most willing to help. 

 
12. Members should be requested to bring any inaccuracies in the Directory to the notice of 

the Secretary for rectification and also keep the Secretary informed of any material 
changes for inclusion in the next issue of the Directory. 

 
13. Certain members complain that they had many times personally informed the Secretary 

holding office at that time of their change of address, etc but it appeared such change had 
not been noted although undertaken. It is good if a written communication is not 
forthcoming that at least a memo be filed in an appropriate file and the change be 
recorded immediately which should be confirmed in writing to the Member, and the 
change be made in the Register and Directory.  
 
MEMBERSHIP CARDS AND NUMBERS 
 

14. All members, as per the Directory, should be allocated a New Membership Number i.e. 
having the letter “N” and the first letter of the Surname as the prefix (‘N’ to denote 
‘NEW’ number), Eg. Mr.Abeyratne Nalin to have the Membership Number ‘NA-0001’. 
This will avoid any confusion with  old Membership Cards which have been issued a 
long time ago. 

 
15.  The Membership Cards presently printed by Mr. Shervon Fernando the Assistant  

Secretary, could be immediately perfected and handed over personally to the Members at 
the next/future gatherings.  Those that are not collected, could be sent by Registered Post 
or courier.  The New Membership Number allocated as above could be entered 
accordingly in the Card. 
 
NEW MEMBERS 
 

           16.  As many new Applications for Membership will be submitted in the next few   
months, all such Applications be immediately processed and filed properly.  Such files be 
retained carefully and    receipts be issued to such members for  subscription fees. New 
Members must be issued with Cards on enrolment. 
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           17.  Application Forms with Data Sheets must be made available at all gatherings so that   

those who wish to join can do so. A Receipt Book should also be at hand and the 
Receipts issued FORTHWITH.  A new format of the Application Form incorporating the 
data required for the Directory should be devised and put out. A suggested Format for 
consideration is enclosed marked ‘N’. 

 
18. Application Forms should be available with all Executive Committee members as  

well as active members of the OBA, particularly those who travel around in the course of 
their vocation to bolster a Membership Drive. Members involved in marketing and sales 
are ideally equipped to help. Application Forms must be available at    the AGM. 

 
19.  The branches in Canada, UK and Australia will help to locate and enroll new   

members if the proper suggestions are made and signals given, eg: paper advertisements, 
circulars, membership forms could be made available at their annual events as they have 
a very busy calendar.  

 
20.  An attractive paper notice should be inserted calling upon all Old Boys who have not  

joined so far to send in the required particulars with their subscription fees for enrolment. 
Even if such applications are not in the accepted format if all required details are 
available it should be put up for processing. This notice can also refer to those members 
who have ceased to receive any communication for some time from the Secretary to write 
in within their current addresses, etc. Branches in Canada, UK and Australia could be 
requested to copy this notice at their end.    
 

21. The Headmasters office at Gurutalawa should also carry a sufficient stock of Application 
Forms to be given to all those interested. In fact it is at that stage that joining the OBA 
must be strongly encouraged. 

 
UPDATING REGISTER OF MEMBERS  

 
22.  An effort must  be made to update the Register of Member with the data and information 

now available and transferring names of new member hitherto entered only in a computer 
to the Register of  Members.  Entering the names and addresses of future new members 
as and when enrolled will reduce these problems in the future. IT IS SUGGESTED 
THAT A NEW REGISTER BE COMMENCED INCORPORATING ALL T HE 
ABOVE AND IT BE CONTINUED WITH AND UPDATED REGULARLY.  

 
 THE MAILING LIST  
 
23  The Mailing List can be updated with the Data/Information now collected and be  

retained ONLY FOR MAILING PURPOSES, IF SO DESIRED. It would be in order 
to delete Members Names and Addresses therefrom provided a note or endorsement is 
made in an appropriate file by the Secretary. 
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PROPER ACCOUNTING AND INVENTORISING  
 

24.  Receipts be issued for all Donations and   Cash payments  received for Development  
Projects etc. or Subscription fees. Receipt of such monies be entered under different 
heads in the Accounts of the OBA  eg. Sale of Souvenirs; Sale of Books etc; Sale of 
Directories; Subscriptions for Membership Fees; Cash Donations etc. etc. 

 
25.  The College be advised to keep and maintain an Inventory /Record of all gifts in  

kind/material received from Old Boys direct to College or through the OBA. 
 

GENERAL  
 

26.  The Head-Master of the College must be advised to ensure that Old Boys are not   
ordered out of the College premises when they   visit the College as has happened  
previously. An incident  when the Chaplain, acting in his  dual   role as Prefect of 
Discipline perhaps, had directed the Security Staff to escort 03 Old Boys out  of the 
College premises in or about January- February 2001 is deplorable. The 03  Old Boys had 
studied from Grade 02  upto “O” Level classes and one of them had been  the acting 
Head Prefect during the    period 89/90. The persons concerned have met me and 
discussed this matter. No security considerations were involved. 

 
27.  Sub-Committees or Special Projects Committees should be appointed without delay 

to cover assigned areas/subjects as undertaken by the Senior Vice President to the 
Membership at the last AGM. In this connection, please refer previous correspondence in 
particular the letter dated 15 March 2001, addressed to you by 5 Members which I 
understand was tabled at an Executive Committee meeting. Members can be called upon 
to indicate any special areas in which they would like to help  having in mind their 
special skills or aptitudes and they could be then appointed  to such Sub-Committees. 

 
28  Gatherings should be arranged in Colombo open to all Old Boys, Members or   

otherwise to- 
 

a. rejuvenate the OBA; 
b. afford an opportunity for the  Pioneers to meet and encourage young 

Old Boys; 
c. inform all what is taking place in Gurutalawa. 

 
29.  A Newsletter with some regularity also be  put in place, to be sent only to those who  

have completed Data Sheets, to avoid unnecessary   postal expenditure. 
 

30.  THE SECRETARY MUST BE REIMBURSED WITH ALL EXPENSES IN     
ORDER TO MAINTAIN AN EFFICIENT SERVICE.   
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31.  I will be happy to help the Secretary to make the OBA vibrant PROVIDED THE   
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE IS GENUINELY INTERESTED IN RUNN ING THE 
OBA ON A PROFESSIONAL BASIS AND ASSIST COLLEGE TO GET BACK 
ON ITS FEET, AND INDICATES IT HAS GOT ITS PRIORITIES  IN ORDER. IF 
OUR REQUESTS ARE IGNORED THEN WE ARE WASTING OUR TIM E AND 
ENERGY. AT PRESENT THE ATTITUDE APPEARS TO BE NOT TO  ACCEPT 
ANY OFFERS OF ASSISTANCE. 

 
32. I would like this letter tabled at the next meeting of the Executive Committee. I am making 

extra copies thereof available to various Members who have shown great interest in the 
matters referred to above, as well as some members of the Executive Committee, so that 
they can peruse same before their next meeting. 

 
33. I  will be glad to meet you at your convenience if you require any further clarification or 

assistance.

Bandarawela from 1952 – 1957; at S.T.C. Gurutalawa from 1958 – 1962 and thereafter at S.T.C. Mt. 
Lavinia. Since 1970 I have been in  Colombo associated with  M/s. D.N. Thurairajah & Co., and Ceylon 
Secretarial Services Ltd   who are lawyers  and Company Secretaries respectively. 

 
3. Only 53 Members  responded with the Data Sheets despatched to them last September by the Secretary. 

We felt a personal visit to the addresses as furnished to us by the Secretary may perhaps bring forth a 
better response. 

 
4. I utilised the resources and facilities including the Professional Assistants, Private Investigators and  

Secretarial staff at my Secretariat. We visited almost 175 such  addresses of the Membership  in the CMC 
areas and in Ratmalana, Mt.Lavinia, Dehiwala, Kotte, Rajagiriya, Nawala and Nugegoda in June/July 
2001. 

 
5 We were  thus able to have perfected  an additional 160 Data Sheets which were fed into the computer.

correct address and our effort is not in vain. Please take time to perfect the Data Sheet and return same to 
us TO THE ABOVE ADDRESS. We assure you that we shall send an Addendum to the  Secretary so 
that a more complete Directory of Members INCLUSIVE OF YOUR PARTICULARS could be printed 
and made available for private circulation amongst the Membership at an early date.  

 
10. Please feel free to telephone or write to us if you require any clarification. 
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11. Please ask your friends who were at Gurutalawa to join the OBA. Specimens of the Application for 
Membership and Data Sheet are also enclosed for enrolment and inclusion in the Directory. 

 
12. Looking forward to your co-operation and hoping that we will together be able to ensure that Gurutalawa  

can soon keep pace with the progress being made by the other branches, at Bandarawela, Kollupitiya and 
Mt. Lavinia and not lag behind as at present.
